Friendship week: A visit from garda martina Kelly 
As part of Friendship week, Garda Martina Kelly visited the school to speak to 

the children of 4th, 5th and 6th Class about internet safety and friendship. 

Garda Kelly spoke about how it was important to know the people who we 

interact with online and through messaging apps personally. She explained that 

some adults can pose as children on gaming platforms such as Fortnite and on 

messaging apps such as Snapchat.  

In relation to posting on the internet, she reminded the students not to post 

anything on the internet that they would not say to a person’s face. She 

reminded the children that it can be difficult to remove a post from the internet 

once it has been posted so they should think carefully before posting online. 

She also explained that Gardaí can retrieve browsing history from phones and 

computers when complaints are made to them about online activity that is 

hurtful. 

She asked the children to think about others’ feelings and not to exclude 

anyone from a group in school. She encouraged the children to accept people 

for who they are. She explained that it can make such a difference to a person 

to be accepted because it makes them feel confident in themselves.

Garda Kelly then spoke to all classes about Halloween safety. She warned of 

the dangers of bonfires. Finally, she asked the children to be kind to their 

neighbours at Halloween and to be particularly kind to elderly people and 

animals who can become quite scared at this time of the year.  

We thank Garda Kelly for taking the time to visit our school and speak to us 

about online safety and safety at Halloween.
